Artist-in-Residence Program

THEME FOR 2020 – “The Ocean”
Since the inauguration in 2015, the Pier-2 Artist-in-Residence Program (hereafter referred to as PAIR) has organized step by step its operating team and established artist-in-residence procedures, actively connecting the community and the campus, and promoting public art education to the citizen. Considering PAIR a hub of the international exchange, we strive to achieve and keep asking ourselves questions like: what is the role of PAIR? What can it contribute to the Pier-2 Art Center and to the city? 
In response to these questions, we propose a reflexive concept for the next stage of PAIR-- “RePAIR” as the problematic starting from 2020. “Re-” implies reconsideration and returning to existing conditions, as well as re-enactment of action. Based on issues concerning Kaohsiung City, we hope to invite artists from Taiwan and abroad to use their life experience, artistic views and disparate creative methods to realize, challenge, validate, or refract the positive possibilities of the artist-in-residence program in relation to the society, as well as to provide dynamic feedback and even to shape the boundary of the program itself.
For 2020, we designate “RePAIR” as the problematic and “ocean” as the topic. The idea is both to fix and restore, to make what is broken work again, and to re-arrange, to “re-pair” interdisciplinary elements to inspire cross-boundary artistic practices.
The ocean has always been an indispensable and significant element for this art center, for Kaohsiung, and even for Taiwan. As an island country, Taiwanese society has been shaped by its diverse and open immigration. Since the 17th century, the island had seen numerous power transitions: Dutch and Spanish takeovers were replaced by the rule of the Qing dynasty and later the Empire of Japan. As these powers vied for Taiwan’s precious resources, economic activities such as import and export trade were generated. During the Second World War, contention for power in Taiwan between the United States and Japan and later the defeat of Japanese army further added to the complexity of Taiwanese history. For centuries, Kaohsiung’s cityscape and industrial trajectory had been shaped by this particular history. The relationship between Taiwan’s residents and the ocean had also continuously transformed in this historical process. In addition to the passing on of knowledge and ideas, the interdependency between man and nature has also produced a variety of oceanic beliefs and folk cultures. On the border of land and sea, religion has become people’s spiritual sustenance when facing the unknown.
The relationships between the ocean and man are diverse and complex, covering issues such as colonial power, industrial structure, scientific research, ecological system, folk beliefs, etc. Especially for the Pier-2 Art Centersituated just beside the harbor, we hope PAIR will be as inclusive and encompassing as the ocean, where artists can interact and create, so that we can reconsider and explore the infinite possibilities between the ocean/port and the city/art.

About Pier-2 in Kaohsiung
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Kaohsiung, located in the southern corner of Taiwan, is the third largest city of the country and was once an industrial metropolis. With a seaport that serves as the gateway to international trade, Kaohsiung is characterized by diverse development, passion, and liveliness.

Pier-2 refers to Pier No. 2 in Basin No. 3 of the Port of Kaohsiung. It was built in 1973 as a general harbor warehouse complex. In 2000, this experimental site was rediscovered when Kaohsiung City Government was looking for a suitable location for the National Day fireworks display. In recent years, exhibitions and performance events such as The Delight of Chinese Character Festival, Kaohsiung Design Festival, Kaohsiung International Steel & Iron Sculpture Festival, Kaohsiung International Container Arts Festival, Mega-port Festival, Rainbow Bay Festivaland Experimental Theatre Festival have become the most prominent events staged in Pier-2, adding rich spiritual connotations to this venue.In addition to serving as a distinctive art and cultural space in Kaohsiung, Pier-2 is a recreation area for the public, drawing huge crowds with its open and multi-purpose space.
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Pier-2 Art Center is oriented towards an international art platform in Taiwan with its development directed at avant-garde, experiment, and originality. Consisting of merely two warehouses at the beginning of the development, it has now grown into an area with a total of 25 structures that are grouped into Dayong Warehouse, Penglai Warehouse, and Dayi Warehouse. Besides a variety of art exhibitions and performances, places for experimental theater and small-scale popular music performances have been designated among the warehouses. Operators in the cultural and creative arts sector are proactively invited to move into the remaining space for further development.
About the Venue

Dayi Warehouse was initially used by the Taiwan Sugar Corporation for storing sugar and fish meal. As industrial transfer took place, the facilities were leased out to ship breakers as their workplace. In 2012, with the effort of the City Government, Dayi Warehouse was finally included in the area of the Pier-2 Art Center. The nearly six-meter high old buildings are the characteristics of Dayi Warehouse, which will primarily be used as a venue for guiding operators in the cultural and creative sector in creating artwork, conducting research and development, and providing services in the center. Operators may also engage in inter-industry or cross-disciplinary collaboration with other resident artists in the cultural and creative sector to create a clustering effect.
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The Pier-2 Art Center’s Artist-in-Residence Program plans to designate part of DayiWarehouse as a residency for artists and artist teams. A 33-square-meter creation space (including a bathroom) and a 17-square-meter attic that will serve as a living space will be available here for resident artists to create artwork, so as to revive Pier-2 and establish a platform for art and cultural exchanges and performances.
At present, the Pier-2 Art Center provides eight artist studios (living space included) and a lounge (a complex area that can be used for ideas exchanging, cooking, dining, administration, lectures, meetings and so on), offering resident artists (and artist teams) a platform full of art and cultural resources for exhibitions, performances and exchanges.
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Benefits

1. Studio and living space.
2. An area and opportunities for art exchanges.
3. Roundtrip economic class airline tickets or roundtrip assigned-seating Taiwan High Speed Rail tickets. (proof required for reimbursement) 
4. A daily living allowance of NT$500. (Date of departure is not included)
5. Material fees NT$30,000 for the residency plan and the workshop plan.
6. Each artist will be assigned a contact person for assisting residency schedule.

*Notice: 
Artists shall understand that the contact person assigned only provides the help on matters related to the residency and art activities. Artists should be able and willing to solve problem by themselves and understand that they need to deal with daily life routines and mattersincluding but not limited to: translation services outside the scope of exhibitions; interpretation or translation service other than English-Chinese; purchase of materials; installation and deinstallation of exhibitions; the maintenance during the exhibition period; research or field study. If artists need other assistance in (de)installation, they should cover the expenses by themselves. 
Obligations for Artists-in-Residence
1. Artists are required to execute their art creation plan before the residency period expires.

2. At least one artwork, either in a form of objects, documents or projects, by mutual consent, should be left in Pier-2 Art Center before the residency period expires.

3. Artists are required to fulfill their workshop plan for engaging the local during the residency periods. (Not only workshops but also academic exchange, educational programs, community empowerment plan or lectures are all possible approaches for the artists)
4. During the residency period, artists are prohibited from carrying contraband, flammable materials, explosives and other hazardous items, and must comply with the regulations governing the use of sites, space or facilities in the Pier-2 Art Center. Artists shall exercise due care, maintaining access control, environmental cleanliness, and facility safety.
5. Artists should participate in art and cultural promotional programs organized by the Pier-2 Art Center, such as seminars, exhibitions, performances, open studios, and other exchange activities.
6. Foreign artists are required to pay USD/ Euro 100 as the deposit. Local artists are required to pay NTD 3,000 as the deposit. The deposit will be given back to artists after they fulfill their residency project and procedure of checking out.
Charges for Accompanying Family Members/Friends

1. The space for accommodation is sufficient for more than one artist to stay in a studio together, but the acceptance still depends on the current accommodation conditions.
2. If visitors other than artists stay overnight, each person will be charged NTD 500 per day. The longest allowance visit is 10 days. Violation of the contractual rule will lead to no refund of deposit, and the charging fee for extra staying days. Should the artist send a written confirmation to his/her contact person at least 1 week in advance.

Other Notes

1. This program is regarded as part of the contract. The failure to observe by the terms set forth herein will be considered a breach of contract.

2. PAIR reserves the right to amend and make final interpretations of the content.

3. Any matters not mentioned herein may be subject to additional clauses of the contract documents.
4. Residency artists are responsible for their own insurances.

Residency Location

1. Studios for artists: 8 studios located in the northern section of the C9 Warehouse, Dayi Area of the Pier-2 Art Center.
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Common Space (shared space): Residents may freely use the lounge area to engage in exchanges with other artists.
